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Synopsis of the sermon

When people are in trouble, it’s almost second nature for them to
complain and blame either their environment or somebody else: “It’s
all because of that caused me this suffering;” the typical “victim
mentality.” In fact, all of us do this from time to time, more or less. If
one does this always, however, it guarantees this person will live a
miserable life because this person allows what happened defines
him/her. Rather, a person is only defined by one’s response to what
happened.

Nehemiah didn’t waste any time playing the blame game against the
Persian Empire the occupier; but focused on beseeching God to turn
the heart of the king so as to turn around the situation Jerusalem was
experiencing. Motivated by the strong feeling, he caught the
opportunity of King’s benevolence, and proposed a well thought out
plan to rebuild Jerusalem’s wall.
